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so humble; you are not that great.”™ - Golda Meir
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O Little Town of Bethlehem:
Did you think it would ever
come to this?

Driving into Bethlehem one
sees a great big wall that
divides Palestinian
Bethlehem from Israeli
Jerusalem. These two sacred
Christian cities are divided
by a wall that represents
fear and violence, dividing
families and people of faith.
“A right peace is what we
need,” said Bedar, our
guide, as we headed from
Shepherd’s Field, where it is
believed the angel appeared
to the Bedouin shepherds.

A right peace is one that
would include the
recognition of Arab Israelis'
right to have land and
sovereignty...most  Arab
Israelis are Muslim, but not
all. The Christian
community of Israeli Arabs
knows profound
discrimination in their daily
lives. Often families are
divided by that wall; and
some have died trying to get
to the hospital, unable to
make it through the five
checkpoints out of
Bethlehem to Jerusalem.
There is economic hardship
that is mildly softened by

the influx of Christians from
around the world heading to
the holy sites, tourist
attractions, and sacred
pilgrimage locations.

As we ducked our heads to
enter through the Door of
Humility into the ancient
sanctuary of the Church of the
Nativity we could see many
thousands of pilgrims waiting
in what would be a two-hour
line to descend to the Grotto
of the Nativity. The two-hour
wait involved watching folks
from all over the world take
pictures, talk amongst

What happens to spare
change? Many people have
developed interesting ways
of collecting or using their
spare change. Some families
collect it in a jar for a
designated family activity,
such as a vacation. Parents
often give these coins to
their children for safe
keeping in a piggy bank.
Still others keep it in the
change holder of their car
for road tolls or quick stops
.at a drive-thru.

The value and use of spare
change is relative,
depending on one's income
level. For instance, one
might consider generous
giving to the mission and
ministry of the church with
spare change. For some
people, a few dollars of
spare change may represent
a generous offering.
However, these coins also
represent the leftover
money -- truly spare change.

By definition, spare change
is money not required to
cover the expense of daily
existence. Some people

avoid the jingle of the
coins, the perceived hassle
of finding the coins, or
even the actual weight of
the coins in their pocket or
wallet. Spare change to
one person may be the
equivalent to a daily wage
for another person. Money
is relative to

one's point of
view or socio-
economic
position in our
gl ob al
community.

Luke 15:8-10

records the Parable of the
Lost Coin. Jesus' message
to his disciples is not
focused on spare change,
but rather on a perspective
of abundance and
generosity. Jesus compares
finding a lost coin to
finding treasure in heaven.
He provides lessons in
economics and wealth
management.

The woman in the parable
lost the equivalent of one
day's worth of wages --
well beyond the spare
change in her life. Today,
a daily minimum wage
employee would earn
approximately $60.00.
This daily wage might
seem like spare change to
a millionaire. Frankly,
many people who are far
from being millionaires
live a lifestyle where
spending $60.00 here or
there is treated like spare
change. Yet for others, this
daily wage may be the
difference between
providing food and shelter

lost coin decreases relative
to the wealth of the
individual.

As one's disposable
income decreases, one's
desire and need to make
prudent spending choices
increases. However, many
North Americans
have fallen into
the cultural pull
of satisfying our
perceived
"needs."” We are
swept up in the
enticing
ideology  of
living for today. The more
one becomes entangled in
self-indulgence, the less
one can maintain the
biblical principles of
saving and giving. Money
ends up controlling
people's daily lives. Jesus
reminds us that generous
giving frees us from this
bondage and opens the
possibility for other God-
honoring principles to

direct our daily lives.
When spare change is
dropped in the offering
plate, spiritual poverty

Jesus offers hope for the
spiritually impoverished.
God offers everyone,
regardless of their economic
standing, the gifts of
freedom, hope, and
deliverance. Like the woman
in this parable, we are called
to treasure the gift of God's
grace so freely given to all.
Generous giving is one
example of living a lifestyle
grounded in God-honoring
principles. What do our
habits with spare change
suggest about our values,
priorities, and commitment
to God?

As we observe World AIDS
Day this year, we are aware
that there are many reasons for
hope:
@ Progress is being made for
avaccine
@ The travel ban to the US
for those with HIV/AIDS
is being lifted
€ In the US, Ryan White
funding is being renewed,
although just barely!
€ Through the generosity of
the Elton John Foundation,
MCC was able to offer the
seminar, Deconstructing
Meth, to many churches
and communities in North
America this year.
All over the globe, people like
you, and churches and
organizations like MCC
continue to be on the front
lines, caring, advocating,
educating, raising awareness,
raising our voices, praying,
never forgetting.
We also know that for every
victory there are countless
injustices and losses that we
must overcome and grieve in
order to bring about lasting
change in the lives of all who
are infected and affected by
HIV and AIDS.

use of the Advent wreath is
borrowed from the German
Lutherans in the early 1500s.)
The wreath is a circle, which
has no beginning or end: So
we call to mind how our lives,
here and now, participate in
the eternity of God's plan of
salvation and how we shall
share eternal life in the
Kingdom of Heaven. The
wreath is made of fresh plant
material, because Christ came
to give us new life through
His passion, death, and
resurrection. Three candles
are purple, symbolizing
penance, preparation, and
sacrifice; the pink candle
symbolizes the same but
highlights the third Sunday of
Advent, Gaudete Sunday,
when we rejoice because our
preparation is half-way
finished.

The light represents Christ,
who entered this world to
scatter the darkness of evil
and show us the way of
righteousness. The
progression of lighting
candles shows our increasing
readiness to meet our Lord.
Each household ought to have
an Advent wreath, light it at
dinner time, and say a prayer.
This tradition will help each
household keep its focus on
the true meaning of
Christmas. In all, during
Advent we strive to fulfill the
opening prayer for the
beginning of the First Sunday
of Advent:

God in Heaven, ... increase
our longing for Christ our
Savior and give us the
strength to grow in love, that
the dawn of Christ’s coming
may find us rejoicing in
Christ’s presence and
welcoming the light of
Christ’s truth.'

themselves, and get yelled at by
extremely grumpy orthodox priests
who collected money from pilgrims
wishing to light candles. Part of the
two-hour wait involved tour guides
bribing police and priests for their
groups to jump the line and get private
time in the Grotto of the Nativity,
which is a rectangular cavern below the
church and the believed location of
Jesus' birth.

I am not sure this is what God had in
mind when sending Jesus to take on
human form, to know our hopes and
heartaches while teaching us, leading us,

&

dying for us, and ultimately being raised
up to show the way of love. All facets of
humanity were coalescing and co-
existing in that little and most ancient
church located in Bethlehem.

When | finally made it down the steps to
the Grotto | had folks yelling at my group
to move on, and one chap gave me a
good push out of the way.

Etched in my heart is the memory of
touching the star on the floor, which
marks the believed location of Christ’s
birth. Is it the actual location? Doubtful.
Was | shoved? Yes. Did | laugh?
Absolutely!

For many that day in that sacred place
showed forth the very reasons Christ
came humbly as a baby to show us the
way. It is so easy to fixate upon our
missing the mark, but | left with heart full
of sadness and hope intertwined.

One of the many spirit-filled moments of
this pilgrimage was seeing sunlight
penetrate the dark, ancient recesses of the
church to illuminate one of the many
ornate crosses adorning the altar. A man
dropped to his knees and lowered his
head to the ground to pray to his God.

I look into this image | happened to shap
and see the reason for Bethlehem all over
again.
